Discussion with Action: Shall the Town consider a request from the Village at 
Pond View Woods Homeowners Association to accept title and to accept and 
establish as town ways those developed portions of Bouchard Court, Paige 
Avenue and Casey Lane as depicted on the subdivision plan entitled “Final 
Plan, Orchard Ridge Estates, Portland Avenue, Old Orchard Beach, Maine,” by 
BH2M, dated November 2014, recorded in the York County Registry of Deeds 
in Plan Book 375, Page 44, together with all of the rights appurtenant thereto 
and all guardrails, hydrants, curbing, catch basins and associated drainage 
piping situated in or under said roadway right of way, but specifically 
excluding any sidewalks, stormwater runoff systems, electrical, sewer, gas and 
other utility infrastructure, bollards, lampposts, lights and lighting facilities for 
all of which the Grantor reserves and retains an easement for the installation, 
use and maintenance thereof. Notwithstanding the grant of catch basins and 
associated drainage piping, the Grantor herein shall be responsible for the 
maintenance of any vegetated soil filters and stormwater facilities located 
outside the said right of way.

SUBJECT: Bouchard Court, Paige Avenue and Casey Lane Acceptance (Village at Pond View Woods)

On 3 February, the Council will begin considering a request from the Village at Pond View Woods 

Homeowners Association (Pond View HOA) to accept Bouchard Court, Paige Avenue and Casey Lane.  In 

addition to both roads and their right-of-way, Pond View HOA is requesting public acceptance of guardrails, 

hydrants, curbing, catch basins and associated drainage piping situated in or under the road’s right-of-way.  

 

Brief Development History 

The Village at Pond View Woods is a 31-lot single family residential development approved by the town during 

April 2015.  The development includes public water and private septic systems.  Electric is underground.  

Stormwater systems consist of typical storm drain infrastructure (catch basins, underdrain pipes) within the 

ROW, two vegetated soil filters and drainage easements (one off Paige Ave, another off Bouchard Court), and 

several cross-road culverts with riprap outlets.  There is an easement for public use (foot traffic only) off 

Portland Ave, abutting Milliken Mills Pond.  Common open space is throughout the development.  The 

development is fully built and occupied. 

 

What is Village at Pond View Woods HOA Requesting the Town Accept and Not Accept? 

Pond View HO is requesting acceptance of the following items: 

• Roads and the 50-foot Right-of-Way (ROW) 

• Catch basins and associated drainage piping in or under the ROW 

• Guardrails 

• Hydrants 

• Curbing 

 

Pond View HOA excludes the following from public acceptance: 

• Sidewalks 

• Stormwater runoff systems 

• Electrical 

• Sewer, gas, and other utility infrastructure 

• Bollards 

• Lampposts 

• Lights and lighting facilities 

• Reserves an easement for installation, use, and maintenance of the above 

• Maintenance of vegetated soil filters and stormwater facilities outside of the ROW 

 

See deed enclosed with Pond View HOA submission for actual language. 

 

Miscellaneous Comments and Questions 

• The deed does not identify if street signs are or are not proposed for public acceptance.  Previous 

applications included street signs as a public accepted item, and I recommend this proposal does the 

same. 
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• Catch basins and drainage piping are proposed for public acceptance but stormwater runoff systems are 

excluded.  What does the applicant mean by stormwater runoff systems?  I ask because catch basins and 

drainage piping could be considered stormwater systems.  I believe clarity is needed. 

• There are two drainage easements connected to the vegetated soil filters located partially in the Paige 

and Bouchard ROW.  Do these easements alter the town’s rights (e.g. access) in these areas?  Note the 

vegetated soil filter off Bouchard Court is partially in the ROW.   

• Based on the aerial (see OOB GIS), there are driveways at the end of a few hammerhead turnarounds.  I 

mention this because it will be a good idea to check these out for plowing purposes. 

• CCTV was completed during September 2024.  Overall, the lines appear to be in good shape.  A few 

notes: 

*The CCTV work includes a portion of Portland Ave.  The report identifies some issues with a line that 

crosses Portland Ave.  This is separate from the Pond View and I believe it may have been addressed 

after the CCTV was completed 

*A few light sags on Casey and Bouchard but the CCTV report notes the lines are still good 

*Flush needed on line that crosses Casey, but CCTV notes line is still good  

 

Town Staff, Engineer and Town Attorney Review of the Proposal 

Town departments reviewed the proposal and performed a site visit.  We had a few comments: 

1. PW: Ensure we are not accepting sidewalks. 

2. FD: One hydrant is painted red which is not the correct color and the flag is missing. 

3. FD: Acceptance letter from Maine Water and flow test of the three hydrants.  (Note- you’ll find the 

Maine Water acceptance letter in your packet) 

 

All other departments were fine with the proposal. 

 

Assessing ran the deed plotter to check the metes and bounds descriptions of Bouchard Court, Paige Avenue 

and Casey Lane ROW’s and all came out fine- the property lines closed. 

 

Wright-Pierce engineers performed a final inspection during October 2024.  The project was found complete, 

which allowed us to close it out.  

 

The town attorney reviewed the warranty deed and suggested a few changes.  The suggestions were forwarded 

to the applicant’s attorney who revised the deed language to include the changes recommended by the town 

attorney. 

 

Conclusion: 

The next steps are for the Council to schedule a public hearing and decide if the town will accept all items 

proposed for acceptance in the deed.  If the Council accepts the deed as currently proposed, the Town will take 

responsibility for all infrastructure identified in the deed.  If Council decides not to accept items proposed for 

acceptance in the deed or wants to accept items not identified, the deed should be amended to reflect what 

Council is willing accept before a final vote.

Wright-Pierce has processed the final drawdown at the request of the Owner, for the Phase II development of
Village at Pond View Woods Subdivision located off Portland Ave. in Old Orchard Beach. Our review of the
drawdown is based on site inspections completed March 19, 2021, for storm drain installation, October 25, 2021,
for stormwater BMP inspection, October 22, 2021, for site subgrade and base material installation, November 9,
2021, for aggregate subbase and binder pavement installation, January 26, 2023, for substantial completion
walkthrough, June 23, 2023, for surface paving, and July 11, 2023, for final completion walkthrough. Based on our
review, we offer the following comments:

 Line Item 1 – Monuments: Based on an email from the Town dated September 27, 2024, we understand
that all property pins have been set. Therefore, we recommend a drawdown of 100% for this line item.

 Line Item 1 – As-Builts: Wright-Pierce and the Town received as-builts on September 12, 2024. Therefore,
we recommend a drawdown of 100% for this line item.

 Line Item 9 – Landscaping: The project reached final completion on September 3, 2024, and is considered
complete. Therefore, we recommend a drawdown of 100% for this line item.

 Line Item 10 – Miscellaneous: The project reached final completion on September 3, 2024, and is
considered complete. Therefore, we recommend a drawdown of 100% for this line item.

 Contingency: The project reached final completion on September 3, 2024, and is considered complete.
Therefore, we recommend the entire contingency be released for this project.

Based on the above, we recommend a drawdown in the amount of $188,526.34. Please provide a signed and dated
version for the Town’s files.

J1 AND H2B VISA HOLDERS HOUSING, DRAFT ORDINANCE 
INFORMATION SHEET  

 
1. Ordinance Purpose 
Increase housing options for J1 and H2B visa holders by “relaxing” certain zoning requirements.  
 
2. What is J1 and H2B Visa Holders Housing (J1 VHH/H2B VHH)? 
J1 VHH means the temporary use of existing lodging establishments or buildings with 3 or more dwelling units 
for the purpose of accommodating J1 Visa Holders under a federally approved sponsor agreement.  Temporary 
means no more than 180 calendar days each calendar year. 
H2B VHH means the use of existing lodging establishments or buildings with three (3) or more dwelling units 
for the purpose of accommodating H2B Visa Holders under a federally approved sponsor agreement.  H2B Visa 
Holders do not have the same temporary restriction as J1 Visa Holders. 
 
3. Which standards are relaxed? 
J1 VHH are exempted from all zoning density requirements, parking requirements, and planning board review. 
H2B VHH are exempt from all zoning density requirements, planning board review, and parking requirements if 
the property owner provides a letter stating the H2B Visa Holder will not have a vehicle parked on site. 
 
4. Where are J1 and H2B VHH allowed? 
J1 and H2B VHH are allowed in the DD1, DD2, GB1, GB2, BRD districts but must be located within existing 
lodging uses or buildings with 3 or more dwellings. 
 
5. How are J1 and H2B VHH reviewed? 
J1 and H2B VHH must receive approval from the town planner through the administrative site plan review 
process.  In addition to admin site plan review, the property owner must secure approval of a business license, 
building permit, and occupancy permit before occupancy is allowed.  Occupancy review includes code and fire 
departments inspection of the space to be used. 
 
6. What requirements are applicable to J1 and H2B VHH? 
The draft ordinance includes standards specific to J1 and H2B VHH proposals.  A few highlights (see draft 
ordinance pgs. 4-6 for further info): 

• Property owner must submit valid housing contract 
• Occupancy limited to J1 and H2B Visa Holders 
• If owner intends to change use from J1 or H2B VHH to another use, the other use must conform with 

applicable ordinance standards, cannot use J1 or H2B VHH exemptions, and cannot claim grandfathering 
• Special standards for battery operated vehicle (e.g., electric scooters) storage, including the location and 

approval from the fire department 
• Submission of an operations plan 
• Although the JI and H2B VHH have exemptions, there are no exemptions from code and life safety 

requirements 
 
7. Are there business licensing requirements? 
Yes, J1 and H2B VHH must secure a license from the town before occupancy is allowed.

2 (DD2), General Business District 1 (GB1), General Business District 2 (GB2), and Beachfront Resort District 
(BRD).  
 
(3) Definitions. As used in this division the terms listed below have meanings set forth below, whether or not such 
terms are otherwise defined elsewhere in the Town of Old Orchard Beach Code of Ordinances. Terms not listed 
below have the same meanings as in applicable Old Orchard Beach Code of Ordinances Chapters 
including Chapter 78, Section 78-1 and Chapter 30, Section 34-26.  If terms conflict, the terms in this division 
prevail. 
 

Battery Operated Personal Transportation Vehicle means a device for one person, powered solely by a 
rechargeable battery and an electric motor, designed to be lightweight and typically used at speeds below 
25 km/h (16 mph). Examples include electric scooters, skateboards, and hoverboards. For the purposes of 
this definition, electric cars and motorcycles are not Battery Operated Personal Transportation Vehicles. 
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H-2B Visa Holders means persons who have nonimmigrant H-2B visa approved by the U.S. Department 
of State. 
 
H-2B Visa Holders Housing means the use of existing lodging establishments or buildings with three (3) 
or more dwelling units for the purpose of accommodating H-2B Visa Holders under a federally approved 
sponsor agreement.  
 
J1 Visa Holders means persons who have nonimmigrant J1 visa under the Summer Work Travel Program 
approved by the U.S. Department of State. 

 
J1 Visa Holders Housing means the temporary use of existing lodging establishments or buildings with 
three (3) or more dwelling units for the purpose of accommodating J1 Visa Holders under a federally 
approved sponsor agreement.  For the purposes of this definition, temporary shall mean no more than 180 
calendar days each calendar year.  

 
Project Property means the real property on or for which the J1 Visa Holders Housing or H-2B Visa 
Holders Housing is located. 

 
(4) Use Restriction. Establishment of the J1 Visa Holders Housing or H-2B Visa Holders Housing use under this 
division is for the sole purpose of housing J1 Visa Holders or H-2B Visa Holders as defined in this division. Any 
change from the J1 Visa Holders Housing or H-2B Visa Holders Housing use to another new use shall not qualify 
the new use for any exemptions identified in this division and shall be in conformance with the standards 
applicable to the new use. The J1 Visa Holders Housing and H-2B Visa Holders Housing uses shall not be used 
as justification for any lot, use, density, parking, or structure “grandfathering” purposes on the project property.  
 
(5) Use Expansion, Use Discontinuance. If a property owner with a J1 Visa Holders Housing or H-2B Visa 
Holders Housing use approved under this division proposes an expansion of the use (including additional square 
footage) or change in location of the use, such expansion or change shall be reviewed and approved by the town 
planner and the code enforcement officer for compliance with this division. Discontinuation of the J1 Visa 
Holders Housing or H-2B Visa Holders Housing use shall require the property owner to use the space in a manner 
that conforms with applicable Old Orchard Beach Code of Ordinances. 
 
(6) Performance Standards. Establishment of J1 Visa Holders Housing or H-2B Visa Holders Housing requires 
administrative site plan approval prior to the issuance of any business license, building permit or certificate of 
occupancy. In addition to the standards in this division, the property owner is responsible for demonstrating 
compliance with the following performance standards to the satisfaction of the town planner. 
 

(a) Accessory Use. J1 Visa Holder Housing and H-2B Visa Holders Housing shall be an accessory use to 
an existing lodging use or building with three (3) or more dwelling units. 

(b) J1 and H-2B Visa Holders Limitation. The property owner shall demonstrate to the town planner 
occupancy is limited to J1 Visa Holders or H-2B Visa Holders only. At a minimum, the property 
owner shall submit a signed document certifying this occupancy limitation.  

(c) Sponsor Documentation. The property owner shall annually submit to the Old Orchard Beach License 
Administrator a valid J1 Visa Holders or H-2B Visa Holders housing contract from a U.S. Department 
of State sponsor.   

(d) Battery Operated Personal Transportation Vehicle Storage. Battery Operated Personal Transportation 
Vehicle storage shall be in locations approved by the code enforcement officer and fire department. 
Storage location shall be identified on a site plan or floor plan submitted by the property owner. 
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(e) Vehicle Parking and Storage. Excepting Battery Operated Personal Transportation Vehicles, J1 Visa 
Holders shall not park or store any vehicle on the project property.  

(f) Floor Plan. The property owner shall submit a floor plan showing all space occupied and utilized by 
J1 Visa Holders or H-2B Visa Holders. The plan shall include path of egress and egress locations. 

(g) Temporary Occupancy. J1 Visa Holders Housing shall not exceed one hundred and eighty (180) 
calendar days each calendar year. H-2B Visa Holders are exempt from this standard.  

(h) Operations Plan. Submission of an operations plan including, at a minimum, the following: 
1. Total number of J1 Visa Holder or H-2B Visa Holder occupants. 
2. Management and supervision plan. 
3. Explanation of interior use of space. 
4. Emergency contact information. 
5. Duration of occupancy. 
6. Transition plan for J1 Visa Holders Housing or H-2B Visa Holders Housing use discontinuance.    

(i) Occupancy Inspection. Occupancy of use is contingent upon passing inspection by the code 
enforcement officer and fire department.  This shall be a condition attached to administrative site plan 
approval.    

(j) Licensing. J1 Visa Holders Housing and H-2B Visa Holders Housing approved under this division 
shall include a condition that requires the property owner to secure town licensing approval before 
occupancy is allowed. J1 Visa Holders Housing and H-2B Visa Holders Housing licensing shall be 
have its own licensing classification and shall not be combined with other licenses on the project 
property.  

(k) Other Regulations Remain Applicable. J1 Visa Holders Housing and H-2B Visa Holders shall meet 
all applicable requirements of federal, state, and local law and regulation. 

 
(7) Ordinance Exemptions. J1 Visa Holders Housing approved under this division shall be exempted from Town 
of Old Orchard Beach space and bulk and parking requirements as follows: 
  

(a) Minimum lot area, minimum lot area per unit, minimum lot area per family unit, minimum net lot area 
per family unit, minimum net lot area per lodging establishment unit, and minimum lot area per 
lodging establishment in the DD1, DD2, GB1, GB2, BRD zoning districts. 

(b) Parking requirements in Chapter 78, Sections 78-689, 78-806 (a), 78-836 (a), 78-995 (b), and 78-1566.    
 
(8) Ordinance Exemptions. H-2B Visa Holders Housing approved under this division shall be exempted from 
Town of Old Orchard Beach space and bulk and parking requirements as follows: 
  

(a) Minimum lot area, minimum lot area per unit, minimum lot area per family unit, minimum net lot area 
per family unit, minimum net lot area per lodging establishment unit, and minimum lot area per 
lodging establishment in the DD1, DD2, GB1, GB2, BRD zoning districts. 

(b) Parking requirements in Chapter 78, Sections 78-689, 78-806 (a), 78-836 (a), 78-995 (b), and 78-1566, 
only if the property owner provides signed documentation stating the H-2B Visa Holder(s) shall not 
have a vehicle parked on premises for the duration of their residency.

OBJECTIVES 

The Town of Old Orchard Beach is seeking requests for proposals from qualified contractors to 
provide seasonal maintenance and trash removal services in the downtown and beachfront 
areas for three (3) years. This work begins in May and ends in early October.    

The Town has utilized contracted services for this work for many years. All trash is transported 
directly to Casella facility in Old Orchard Beach and will require that all trash collected from 
waste receptacles are transported directly to Casella, at 3 Vallee Lane, Old Orchard Beach in the 
vehicle it is first placed in.  There can be no transfer of trash bags before delivery to Casella. 

The scope of work, as indicated in Exhibit A, includes on a daily basis the following: 

Trash: Servicing municipal trash barrels in the downtown area, public beach front entrance 
areas, Ocean Park area and Memorial Park.   

 All trash bags will be transported directly to the Casella facility on Vallee Lane in the vehicle 
which the trash was originally deposited, with no transfer of bags to a second vehicle or 
container permitted. 

Restrooms maintenance: Oversee and maintain restrooms at four locations: W. Grand Comfort 
Station, Milliken Street parking lot, Veteran’s Memorial Park, and Union Ave bathroom. The 
restrooms at W. Grand Avenue must be staffed with an attendant when open to the public.  

Sidewalk and bench cleaning: Power washing of downtown sidewalks, tables and benches on a 
daily basis.  

This Request for Proposal document does not define any contractual relationship between the 
selected respondent and the Town of Old Orchard Beach or obligate the Town of Old Orchard 
Beach to follow a set selection process. Any binding agreement between the Town of Old 
Orchard Beach and the successful respondent will be through a formal written agreement 
(contract) after the Town of Old Orchard Beach Town Council has made its selection.

SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 

CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES: 

The scope of work includes the following to be done on a daily basis: 

 

A. TRASH, CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE 

Servicing municipal trash barrels in the downtown area, public beach front entrances, Ocean Park area 
and Memorial Park.     

Trash collection is continuous throughout the required hours of operation including employees walking 
the downtown area conducting litter patrol, and checking and emptying barrels. Walking route includes 
Old Orchard Street and the Square at the Pier, Memorial Park, and public beach entrances between 
Parcher Ave. and E. Grand Ave. to Porter Rd. and W. Grand Ave. Contractor will operate multiple vehicles 
to ensure continuity of service if equipment breaks down. 

• Contractor responsible for providing trash barrel liners 
• Contractor responsible for providing barrels for returnable bottles and cans (may keep deposit 

value) 
 

A.1 Downtown Area 

The downtown area includes: 

 Entire length of Old Orchard Street as well as the Square area and beach entrances between E & W. 
Grand Ave.   

 Memorial Park 

 First St. from Heath St. to Old Orchard St. 

 W. Grand Ave. from the restroom to Old Orchard St.   

 E. Grand Ave from Harrisburg St to Old Orchard St.  

 

Restrictions: large trucks cannot be operated in the downtown service area because the large 
numbers of pedestrians present in the area does not permit safe operation of large trucks. 
Proposers must specify the method to be used for collection of trash bags from downtown 
receptacles and delivery to the Casella facility on Vallee Lane.  

 

Trash Receptacles 

• Approx. 75 trash barrels serviced multiple times per day 
• In prior years trash cans serviced by hand-wheeled cart 
• 8-10 pizza box bins on lower Old Orchard Street and in the Square. 
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• Service trash barrels at Memorial Park minimum of twice daily.
• Remove and pick up litter from streets and sidewalks as needed continuously throughout

the day.

Returnable Bottles and Cans 

• Approximately 40 returnable containers between downtown and beach.
• All returnable containers provided by contractor.
• Contractor retains value of returnable bottles and cans.
• Empty schedule as needed, generally between daily and every 2-3 days

A.2 Beach Area

The beach area includes: 

 Parcher Ave. and E. Grand Ave. to Porter Rd. and W. Grand Ave.

Please note:  When present nesting piping plovers will necessitate modified pickup usually between late 
May and late July, and results in prohibiting beach access where barrels must be serviced on the street 
side of the beach entrance 

• 80-100 trash barrels should be emptied 3-4 times per day.
• Discarded Beach Chairs/Umbrellas should be taken off beach entrances daily.

A.3 Ocean Park Area

The Ocean Park area includes; 

 Colby St. to Randall St. on Seaside Ave.

• 8 – 10 trash barrels should be emptied 3 – 4 times daily.

A.4 Other Functions:

• Remove cigarette butts from tree grates on Old Orchard Street and the Square a minimum of
once daily

• Wash and disinfect all barrels a minimum of once weekly
• Continuously rinse and disinfect equipment used to transfer trash from barrels to BBI (after each

use).

B. RESTROOMS MAINTENANCE

Oversee and maintain restrooms at three locations: W. Grand Comfort Station, Milliken Street parking 
lot, and Memorial Park, Union Ave bathroom.  The restrooms at W. Grand Ave must be staffed with an 
attendant. 

B.1 Hours of Operation
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 Spring Hours: First Saturday in May to Thursday prior to Memorial Day.

 8:00 am to 8:00 pm daily. 

 Summer Hours: Friday prior to Memorial Day to Sunday after Labor Day.

W. Grand: 7:00 am to 9:00 pm daily and must have an attendant during these hours

Memorial Park: 7:00 am to 9:00 pm except fireworks nights 10:00 pm 

Milliken Street: 7:00 am to 9:00 pm 

Union Ave bathroom:  7:00 am to 9:00 pm  

 Fall Hours: Monday after Labor Day to Columbus Day.
 8:00 am to 8:00 pm daily. 

B.2 Responsibilities:

Opening and operating the restrooms for public use during the minimum hours and dates specified. 

Maintaining the restrooms in a sanitary and clean condition at all times of operation, including cleaning 
thoroughly at a minimum of three (3) times daily; 

Provision in the restrooms of all hand soap, paper products, cleaning supplies and equipment necessary 
to maintain the facilities in sanitary and clean condition at all times; 

Minor maintenance of all on-site restrooms’ equipment and the restrooms’ infrastructure during the 
course of the contract period; 

Disposing of all trash on a regular basis in the storage receptacles on the inside and outside of these 
restrooms. 

Contractor is responsible for the employment of bathroom attendants at the West Grand Bathroom 
during the summer season hours.  

Responsible for repairs and vandalism: The Contractor, after agreeing that they received the facilities in 
proper working order, is responsible for the repair of any and all vandalism related damages that occur to 
the interior of the facilities. 

C. POWER WASHING SIDEWALK, BENCHES AND TABLES

To be completed once daily before 5:00 AM. Contractor will sweep and power wash the sidewalks as 
follows: 

• On both sides of Old Orchard Street from Saco Ave. to the head of the pier, including the
Square area.

• On both sides of W. Grand Ave. from Old Orchard Street to Staples St Ext.

• Power washing operation will also include washing all benches and tables in this area.
